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$1.7m funding boost to not-for-profit groups in Bunbury
Local not-for-profit organisations will soon see the benefits from an increase in funding for their staff, with the value of existing human services contracts being boosted. 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said the increase of 15% in funds for staffing would go a long way towards helping local NFPs to attract and retain quality people. 

“Additional funding across the State of $600million over four years is being provided to ensure our not-for-profit sector remains sustainable so important human services roles are continued,” he said. 
“In Bunbury alone, this equates to more than $1.7m which is an important boost, not to mention the huge Statewide funding injection to many organisations which is bound to have a flow-on effect locally.”
“Human services roles can be some of the lowest-paid jobs yet people in these fields do some of the most challenging work,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“Human services roles cover a wide spectrum including caring for people with intellectual or physical disabilities, those who have been injured in accidents, have a mental illness, or families in crisis. The funding will allow NFPs in our local area to improve service delivery under their contracts and ensure the continuing quality of vital services in our community.”
“Most importantly, it is hoped the benefits will flow through to those in our community in greatest need – the people these organisations assist every day.

Organisations in other South West towns including Binningup, Collie, Dardanup, Eaton, Busselton and Harvey has also received funding increases. 

“Statewide, there are also a number of large contracts which have been boosted which I anticipate will have a flow-on affect to local operations,” Mr Castrilli said.

Existing NFP human services contracts are being increased by 15% across the board, which will be paid in accordance with established payment schedules under each organisation’s contract. The contract variations are subject to confirmation by the relevant NFP organisations prior to the adjustments being finalised and payments made. 
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
