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Castrilli welcomes Royalties boost for Bunbury
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed the announcement of more than $500,000 in Royalties for Regions grants for Bunbury-based community projects. 

A total of $510,214 will be delivered through the South West Regional Grants Scheme for important projects in the city.

“I am delighted with the range of grants set to be delivered in Bunbury through Royalties for Regions,” Mr Castrilli said.

“The Royalties for Regions Grants Scheme puts the emphasis on local decision-making, with funding delivered for projects aimed at improving the social structure of our community.”

The City of Bunbury applied successfully for two grants for the Bunbury CBD Walkability and Wayfinding Project Stage 2 and the Bunbury Accessible Playground. 

The Bunbury Sea Rescue Inc was also successful in a obtaining a grant to purchase a Marine Rescue Vessel and Jobs South West Inc obtained funding for it’s Get Access Learning Centre.

Mr Castrilii said “Across the South West 17 projects totalling $988,913 will be delivered through Royalties for Regions, which will have a positive impact on a wide cross-section of needs in the community”.

Included amongst the South West funding is $113 832 to the Esther Foundation Inc for the establishment of the Esther South West Project.  The Esther Foundation provides intensive support for young women to overcome life-controlling struggles and issues in a safe, structured and supportive environment.  

“It will be a wonderful addition to our communities to have such a project close at hand.”  Mr Castrilli said.
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
