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Funding for three unique Bunbury events
Three Bunbury events have received funding under the extraordinary round of Eventscorp’s Regional Events Scheme, thanks to Royalties for Regions.
The special one-off round of funding was made available for smaller, developing events due to be held in 2012. 

The Bunbury Dolphin City Festival, 3 Waters Marathon, and the Champbikx Probikx National Series Rounds 3 and 4 of BMX racing will all receive funding under the scheme.  

Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said the three events would attract a range of competitors and visitors to the city, helping deliver social and economic benefits to the local community.
“The Regional Events Scheme supports a range of events that attract visitors, add vibrancy to the region and offer media exposure for the city and surrounds,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“In January some amazing BMX riders will bring all the action of their sport to Bunbury for the inaugural Champbikx Probikx National Series Rounds 3 and 4. This is the only event on the WA BMX calendar to showcases national-level elite BMX athletes and is sure to attract a crowd.”

“The 31st annual 3 Waters marathon is also set to be a huge event, attracting competitors from Perth, the South West and across Australia, plus Bunbury’s Japanese sister city of Setagaya.”

“Later in the year, the inaugural Bunbury Dolphin City Festival will marks the official opening of the local dolphin tourism season,” Mr Castrilli said.
The $300,000 funding for the extraordinary round of RES will fund 26 events and is part of a $40 million commitment over four years. 

This is in addition to the 39 events already funded by the 2011-12 Regional Events Scheme.
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
