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Funds to help protect local coastline
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli has welcomed grant funding to undertake coastal dune restoration projects in Bunbury.

Mr Castrilli said the funding would support volunteers and community groups who work in partnership with local councils to protect our coastline and educate people about marine environments.

“Bunbury and the areas to the north and south are blessed with beautiful coastline which deserves to be protected, for the enjoyment of our community and future generations,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“This funding is an important part of helping protect and enhance our coastline for people to enjoy now and into the future.”

More than $44,000 will be spent on a dune restoration project at Maidens Reserve to help protect the area. 

A contractor, school groups and volunteers will plant native seedlings and lay “brushing” to protect the sand dunes from human activities. Educational events, signage and a brochure will also help increase local knowledge of the importance of the Maidens as a biodiversity site, and area for passive recreational activities such as bushwalking. 

The work will be managed by the City of Bunbury in conjunction with the Leschenault Catchment Council, South West Catchments Council, Friends of the Maidens, and students from Maidens Park Primary School. 

Funding of $2000 will also be used for the Marlston Hill Sand Dune rehabilitation project. This will be used to rehabilitate sand dune blowouts between the BP Beach and Bunbury Lighthouse and to plant local species and repair fencing so that people keep to the walkways. 
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
