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Funding to support local youth events
Community groups in Bunbury and the South West will benefit from State Government grants announced this week (January 18). 
Bunbury MLA John Castrilli said the grants would help the organisers of several innovative youth projects in Bunbury, including a self-esteem workshop, community dinner and a band competition. 

“Funding will help several local organisations to put on a range of events during National Youth Week in April, with the theme of Imagine, Create, and Inspire,” Mr Castrilli said. 

“The events will help young people show off their skills while improving their self-esteem, leadership skills and connection with our local community.”
The Bunbury projects funded with $1000 each are: 

· Investing in Our Youth – to conduct the “Youth Voice” survey to gain young people’s views on issues affecting their lives

· Advocacy South West – to host a “Promoting Leadership by Developing Self-Esteem” workshop for people aged 18-25 with an intellectual disability, learning disability or mental health issue, aiming to improve self-esteem through group work, role playing and discussions. 
· The City of Bunbury’s “BANDit Mash Up” live music event, which will give young people an opportunity to perform in front of an audience

· UnitingCare West – a group of young people from the True Colours program will plan and host “Dining for Diversity”, a dinner for community leaders from the Bunbury region. 

Mr Castrilli the grants were designed to help fund a range of events across WA, with other events in the South West including art workshops and skateboarding demonstrations. 
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
